After securing the survey slips which pertained to the
area and years of assigned study, the followlng procedures were
undertaken to check, verify and assemble the data found: search
of the National Union Catalog and public catalogs of the Library

of Congress, Sabin's Bibliotheca Americana, Kelly's American

Catalogue of Books, and examination of some of the imprints

themselves. Since less fban half the titles required further
verification after the above procedures were conducted, letters
